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HUMMINGBIRD HILL INVADED! 

Emerald ash borer is an exotic beetle native 

to Asia and Eastern Russia that was discov-

ered in southeastern Michigan near Detroit in 

the summer of 2002. Our suburb is now heav-

ily infested. The adult beetles nibble on ash 

foliage but cause little damage. The larvae 

(the immature stage) feed on the inner bark of 

ash trees, disrupting the tree's ability to 

transport water and nutrients, thus killing the 

tree. To emerge from ash trees, adults chew 

D-shaped exit holes through the bark and are 

capable of immediate flight upon emergence. 

We have a total of 42 trees that are 

affected with the Emerald Ash Borer. 

Four Seasons Arbor Service has done 

a study on our trees and found that 6 

are dead and need to be removed. The 

remaining 36 have been treated. 12 

are questionable and 24 look good. 

This injection of Tree-age is formulat-

ed to last two years in the treeôs sap-

wood. We will continue to monitor   
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The grass that died last year in the common area behind 

the homes has been re-seeded and looks very good. No-

gas Landscaping will be out in the fall to re-seed any 

spots that need more patching.  

In the begin-

ning of the 

summer, two 

homes had 

grub worm 

eggs. The 

week of June 

18th Nogas 

put an appli-

cation down of grub worm control. We will continue to do this every 

year as a preventive maintenance so we don't have these problems in 

the future.  

In May Nogas installed black dirt and new brown mulch for the remaining 36 trees that were not done by the 

landscape crew last year.  

This year Nogas will be lowering the edging that has lifted up over the years around the landscaping, to take 

care of the damage that has been done by the lawnmowers. Next year we will begin to replace the damaged 

edging in the front yards and then begin on the back areas.  

Last year Jim Melka landscaping replaced dead bushes and plants. This year we will go around and replace 

anything that they planted last year that has died this year. At that time we will look at replacing other dead 

plants and bushes.

way areas. Four of our 

dead trees are in the park-

way which Orland Park 

will cut down and replace. 

Two remaining trees are 

our responsibility.
